Absent – Steps to Follow 

Parents must telephone the office by 8:00 a.m.  The school has voice mail that will record messages concerning a child’s absence.  All absences and tardies are considered truancies until a phone call or note signed by the parent or doctor has been received.  Parents should request homework for their child before 9:00 a.m. Homework assignments can be picked up at the office after 2:00p.m.  Makeup work will be required following an absence.  Students will be given two days for each missed day to complete the makeup work and receive credit.

Attendance Policy

Regular and punctual attendance is vital.  Research indicates there exists a direct correlation between school attendance and achievement.  Higher academic achievement occurs for students who regularly attend classes, while excessive absences result in achievement below the level of expectation and or failure.  Consistent daily attendance of students is a requirement under the laws of Indiana as expressed in the Compulsory Attendance Statue.  Ensuring students consistently attend class on a daily basis is a responsibility which is shared by students, school officials, parents and community.  

A parent must also recognize that time away from school for vacations, healthcare appointments, or other events not directly related to the child’s educational curriculum should be kept to an absolute minimum.  When this is unavoidable, it is important that you discuss the situation with the school principal in advance.  An approved absence may be granted for a student going on a trip.  Requests must be made within a reasonable time prior to the trip.  Students going on a trip may be absent only upon meeting the following conditions:  1) the student can be absent no more than 5 days or principal’s discretion; 2) the student will be accompanied by a parent.
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Absence is defined as the following:
1. Illness, injury, or surgery, ten (10) school days or less;

2. Legal, medical, or dental appointment that cannot be scheduled after school hours;

3. Home emergency approved by the principal, which includes illness or death of family member;

4. Absence conducive to the educational process as approved by the principal;

5. Religious holidays - verification of absence may be required by the principal;

Approved absences may be granted by the principal when conditions warrant.

Any absences for a reason other than those listed above or in excess of 10 days per year are unexcused, unless accompanied by a doctor’s statement.  However, a doctor’s note may be required by the principal at any time.  

Truancy is any absence other than those listed above. Unreported absences will be recorded as truant. Truancy is a violation of the school rules established by the School Board. If a student is truant, he or she will not be allowed to make up the class work and will receive a zero (0) for any tests or work done in class while absent. A student who is habitually truant falls under the Indiana Absent Truancy Regulations and will be referred to the Spencer County Prosecutor’s Office, or the principal can recommend expulsion.

Tardiness: A student is considered tardy if not in school when the morning bell rings.  When a student is tardy, he or she is not counted as absent unless they have not arrived by 8:45 a.m.  If a student arrives after 8:45, he or she will be counted as absent ½ day.  If a student leaves before 2:30, he or she will be counted as being absent ½ day.  If a student leaves school after 2:30 but before the dismissal bell, it will be considered an early dismissal. 

Bullying

It will be a violation of North Spencer School Corporation policy for students to harass or bully other students.  Acts of harassment may be aimed at a person’s sex, race, color, national origin, religion, disability, or other personal characteristics.  “Bullying” is defined as overt, repeated acts or gestures, including:  verbal or written communications transmitted; physical acts committed, or any other behaviors committed by a student or group of students against another student with the intent to harass, ridicule, humiliate, intimidate, or harm.  Violation of the school’s anti-harassment policy will result in disciplinary action that could include suspension or expulsion.  Indiana Code 20-33-8-02
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Cafeteria Rules

While in the cafeteria, students are expected to:

a.  Use good table manners.

b.  Use soft voices.

c.  Show respect for others at all times.

d.  Sit down promptly and remain in seat until dismissed.

[image: image4.wmf]Trading food brought from home is prohibited, and trading from the cafeteria tray is highly discouraged due to health and sanitation regulations.   Glass bottles and carbonated beverages are prohibited.  Food and beverages are not to be taken from the cafeteria (apples, unopened snacks, etc.  may be taken out to recess.)

Cancellations and Weather Related Information

Cancellation of school takes place only during extraordinary circumstances such as extreme weather or equipment failure.  School is cancelled only when there is significant safety risk for the children.  ON days of inclement weather, when roads are considered to be unsafe for school bus transportation, the decision to close or delay school is made by the superintendent prior to 6:00 a.m. On days when primary roads are clear but the side roads are impassable, the school corporation may use the alternate bus route plan by which buses will only run on the primary roads.  This announcement will also be made by the media and also through the Global Connect Message System after 6:00 a.m.  If school is in session but buses could not reach a student’s home for pick up he or she will not be counted absent.

· When there is a 2 hour delay announced for school opening, this will mean that morning kindergarten classes are cancelled.  It also means there will be no breakfast program.
· When school is in session, a wind chill factor of 20 degrees will be used to determine if children go outdoors for recess on school days.

Cell Phones

Cell phones are not to be on during the school day for any reason nor are cell phones allowed on the bus.  Students may have them in a backpack with parent and principal approval.  Cell phones on during the day will be confiscated and require a parent to come to school to pick up the cell phone.

Cell Phones:  Important Notice to Students and Parents Regarding Cell Phone Content and Display

· The Child Abuse/Neglect Law requires school personnel to report to law enforcement or child protective services whenever a reason to believe that any person/student is involved with “child exploitation” or “child pornography” as defined by Indiana Criminal Statutes exists.

· It is “child exploitation,” a Class C felony under I.C. 35-42-4-4(b), for any person/student (1) to exhibit, photograph, or create a digitalized image of any incident that includes “sexual conduct” by a child under the age of 18; or (2) to disseminate, exhibit to another person, or offer to so disseminate or exhibit, matter that depicts or describes “sexual conduct” by a child under the age of 18.

· It is “child pornography,” a Class D felony under I.C. 35-42-4-4(c), for any person/student to possess a photograph, motion picture, digitalized image, or any pictorial representation that depicts or describes “sexual conduct” by a child who the person knows is less than 16 years of age or who appears less than age 16.

· “Sexual conduct” is defined by I.C. 35-42-4-4(a) to include sexual intercourse, exhibition of the uncovered genitals intended to satisfy or arouse the sexual desires of any person, or any fondling or touching of a child by another person or of another person by a child intended to arouse or satisfy the sexual desires of the child or other person.

· The Indiana Sex Offender Registration Statute at I.C. 11-8-8-7 and the Sex Offender Registry Offense Statute at 35-42-4-11, as of May 2009, require persons convicted of or adjudicated as a juvenile delinquent for violating the Child Exploitation Statute at I.C. 35-42-4-4(b) to register as a sex offender.

· Because student cell phones have been found in a number of Indiana school districts to have contained evidence of “sexual conduct” as defined above, parents and students must be aware of the legal consequences should this occur in our school.

Celebration Assemblies

At the end of each grading quarter, a celebration assembly will be held to celebrate the many academic accomplishments of our students.   Also, a day at the end of each quarter will be set aside to celebrate the students who had less than 3 missed assignments and no after-school detentions.

Chrisney 5th and 6th Grade Leaders 

[image: image5.wmf]A group of Chrisney students in the 5th and 6th grades are involved with a program under the supervision of Mrs. Kemp, the 6th grade teachers, and Mrs. Scott.  This group offers lessons and positive leadership to the entire student body.  The program is voluntary and is used to build an effective school climate through positive leadership.

Classroom Parties

The students have 2 regularly scheduled classroom parties each year through the help of 
PTO room mothers and/or classroom teachers.  These parties include Halloween and Valentine’s Day.

You may choose to plan a small birthday treat for your child to share with his/her classmates.  A prepackaged treat is encouraged.  Contact the teacher for the details on numbers of students and allergy information.  Since the classrooms are carpeted and soft drinks and kool-aid spills stain the carpet, please provide party drinks that are a clear liquid.

Discipline Plan
One of the most important lessons education offers is self-discipline.  In any school it is necessary that rules and regulations be established for the safety and well-being of all.  Each student is expected to recognize that the school’s authority extends from the building, to the playground, to the buses.   It is this training that supports the whole educational process and develops self-control, character, orderliness, and efficiency.  It is the key to respect and consideration of others.  Problems involving behavior will be handled on an individual basis.  Continued misbehavior will result in parent contact, removal for the classroom, loss of privileges, time out, and behavior plans to correct the problem.  Decisions regarding disciplinary action will be made by the school personnel and may be adjusted at their discretion.

· Classroom Discipline Plan

The classroom teachers will send home classroom discipline plans with students the first week of school.  If you have any questions concerning the plan feel free to call the teacher to clarify any confusion.

· Responsibility Time – Incomplete Assignments

Instead of going outdoors for recess, the students with missed assignments will work inside under the direction of a teacher’s supervision.  Also, during this time an absent student may stay inside to complete work missed while absent due to illness.  A record will be kept when your child must remain inside for Responsibility Time.  Parents will be notified in the agenda book when a child has a missed assignment.  When a child has not completed his or her assignments more than 2 times in a 2 week  period in any subject, he or she will not be allowed to participate in the biweekly munch and read, but will instead have study time.  (Incomplete assignment will be defined by each classroom teacher at the beginning of the school year.)
· Responsibility Time – Inappropriate Behavior

When a child exhibits poor behavior or is involved in minor rule infractions he or she will be assigned to RESPONSIBILITY TIME during lunch recess in an effort to help children become responsible for their actions.

· Time Out

The time out area is established for students whose misbehavior, while not serious enough to warrant suspension from school, is nonetheless sufficiently disruptive to the learning environment that the student must have time to get his/her emotions and behavior under control.

· After School Detention

The term detention denotes any behavior that is serious and will require a student to stay after school.  Serious infractions of school rules includes, but is not limited to, repeated misbehavior that is not corrected, vandalism, fighting, cheating, stealing, sexual harassment, refusal to comply with adult direction, vulgar language, etc. and will warrant after school detention.  Detentions are always served after school hours and detention notices will be sent to the parent(s) to be signed and returned.  After-school detentions make a student ineligible for the end of the quarter celebration.

· Severe Clause

Severe behavior may warrant immediate in school or out of school suspension if the behavior deters the learning process or threatens the safety of another person.  Out of school suspensions require a parent conference before returning to school and assurance that behavior has been corrected.

· Saturday School (may be used for 5th and 6th grade students)

· [image: image6.wmf]Saturday school is to be conducted from 8:00 a.m. until 12:00 noon on any Saturday following a regular week of school at Heritage Hills High School.

· Assignment of Saturday School for continued missed assignments and school rule infractions is at the discretion of the principal and classroom teacher.

Dress Code

Students generally conduct themselves in the manner in which they dress.  Any kind of dress or grooming that is disruptive to the learning environment or is considered to be unsafe (such as oversized baggy jeans that could cause falls or become caught in playground equipment) will not be permitted.  Clothing, book bags, etc. with inappropriate slogans or advertising are not allowed.  Tank tops, muscle shirts, or short midriff tops exposing skin are not appropriated for school.  Tank tops that have straps measuring 3 finger widths are permitted, unless otherwise revealing.  Also, due to safety, students may no longer wear flip flops to school.  Sandals and other shoes with a back are allowed and appropriate.  Children may be required to call home for a change of clothing.

Emergency Information

In case of an emergency, each student is required to have on file at the office the following information:

· Parent (s) or guardian(s) name.

· An emergency phone number of a friend or relative who could be contacted in the event the parent/guardian could not be reached

· Complete up to date address, home phone, and parent/guardian work phone.  (Cell phone may also be included.)

· Physician’s name and phone number.

· Medical alert information concerning physical impairments or other health conditions.

FERPA:  Notification of Rights under FERPA

The Family Educational Rights and privacy Act (FERPA) affords parents and students over 18 years of age (“eligible students”) certain rights with respect to the student’s education records.  These rights are: (1) The right to inspect and review the student’s education records within 45 days of the day the school receives a written request for access identifying the record(s) they wish to inspect.  The school official will make arrangements for access and notify the parent or eligible student of the time and place where the records may be inspected. (2) The right to request the amendment of the student’s education records that the parent or eligible student believes are inaccurate.  Parents or eligible students may ask the school to amend a record that they believe is inaccurate through a written request to the school principal that clearly identifies the part of the record they want changed, and specifies why it is inaccurate.  If the school decides not to amend the record as requested, the school will notify the parent or eligible student of the decision and advise them of their right to a hearing regarding the request for amendment and additional information regarding the hearing procedures.  (3)The right to consent to disclosures of personally identifiable information contained in the student’s education records, except to the extent that FERPA authorizes disclosure without consent.  One exception, which permits disclosure without consent, is disclosure to school officials with legitimate educational interests.  A school official has a legitimate educational interest if the official needs to review an education record in order to fulfill his or her professional responsibility. 

Upon request, the school discloses education records without consent to officials of another school district in which a student seeks or intends to enroll.

The right to file a complaint with the US. Department of Education concerning alleged failures by North Spencer County School Corporation to comply with the requirements of FERPA.  The name and address of the Office that administers FERPA are:  Family Policy Compliance Office, U.S. Department of Education, 400 Maryland Avenue, SW, Washington, DC 20202-5901.  

Field Trips

Written permission of the parent is required for all trips off school grounds.  This permission is signed by the parent at the beginning of the school year and covers all trips taken throughout the year.  These trips are designed to supplement different aspects of the school’s curriculum.  Parents will receive notices of upcoming field trips well in advance of the planned event.  Sometimes a small amount of money will be necessary for the cost of the facilities.  When students are taken on field trips, parents will be notified of the location, day, and time.  

Family Nights and Community Room Discussions

Family Nights are held monthly throughout the school year and are sponsored by the school and outside community organizations.  These nights provide opportunities for families to learn and play together.   Community Room discussions are held monthly during the school day and are led by the principal.  Discussion topics vary. 

Global Connect

Global Connect is the centralized calling system used by Chrisney Elementary and North Spencer County School Corporation.  It is used to notify parents via a phone call about cancellations and/or upcoming events.  
Homework – Policy and Guidelines

The school board is aware that good schools are not products of teachers, administrators, or school boards alone, but are representative of the entire community.  Because parents and teachers should be partners in educations of students, their cooperative effort in assigning and monitoring homework can provide an excellent opportunity to strengthen this educational partnership.

Homework is an out of school assignment that contributes to the educational process of the student.  It should be an extension of class work that should be related to the objectives of the curriculum that is presently being studied.  Homework may include practice exercises, reading of material on a specific subject, in-depth extension of the classroom activities, or independent project work related to the subject.

Homework should fulfill the following purposes or objectives:

a. To review, or reinforce or extend classroom learning by providing practice and application of knowledge gained.

b. To teach students responsibility and organizational skills.

c. To promote wise and orderly use of time.

d. To ensure that worthwhile school activities are applied to everyday living.

e. To provide opportunities for broad enrichment activities.

It is the parent’s responsibility to monitor and encourage their children by showing interest in their school work and seeing to it that their child is provided the time, as well as a quiet, comfortable place to complete homework.  Parents should check to see that the child has completed the assignments.

· Please see Responsibility Time – Incomplete Assignments for information regarding incomplete homework.
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Illness or injury

In case of an injury or illness, a child will be cared for temporarily by the school personnel.  First aid treatment will be administered.  If medical emergency treatment is required the parents will be contacted.  If no one is 
available immediately, the child will be taken to the emergency room for treatment of urgent.

If a child were to become ill at school as indicated by a temperature above 99 or vomiting, a parent or guardian would be notified by phone if at all possible.  A child with a fever should not return to school for 24 hours after the temperature has gone back to a normal reading.  Please call the school if clarification is needed.

Internet Access

All classrooms, the computer lab, library, and office at Chrisney Elementary are Internet accessible.  Internet access is a privilege that students have available to them in order that they may receive a broad based exposure to knowledge and technological skills necessary for the 21st century.  

Because of the potential students have to access content and materials that is not appropriate for young children, the school corporation’s Internet Use Policy respects the parent’s right to exclude their child from Internet use.  Parents have the option to sign and return the Internet exclusions form and to request alternative assignments for their child.  The exclusion form is sent home to parents at the beginning of each school year and must be returned if parents do not want their child to have access to the Internet.  The Internet policy also addresses the school’s right and responsibility to deny student access to the Internet if the student abuses the privilege. 

Leaving School

Before a child leaves school property, parents must sign the child out in the office.

When the parent notifies the office that they are picking up their child, the office will page the classroom and have the child come to the office to be dismissed.  When a child is going home with another child, the parents MUST write a note stating that their child has permission to do so.  The note is required to be shown to the bus driver before the student will be allowed to get on a bus other than their regular bus route in addition to a slip filled out by the office that allows the child to ride a different bus other than their regular route.  NO EXCEPTIONS will be made.
The office must be notified by the parent when a person other than the student’s parent or guardian will be picking the child up from school.  NO CHILD WILL BE ALLOWED TO LEAVE WITH AN UNIDENTIFIED PERSON WITHOUT NOTIFICATION BY THE PARENT.

Lost and Found

All clothing and personal items found are placed in the lost and found cabinet located outside the gym.  Students may claim their items for this area with teacher permission.  At the end of each semester any unclaimed items are sent to the Community Action Center.

Medications

[image: image8.wmf]If under any circumstances, an oral medication is required to be administered to a child during school hours and the parent cannot be at school to administer the medication, only the nurse or school employee designated by the principal, will administer the medication in compliance with the regulations that follow:

· Written consent signed by the parent/guardian is required and will include:

· date

· child’s name

· name of medication

· time to be administered

· dosage

· termination date for administering the medication

· All medications must be in their original container and kept in the nurse’s office.

· The parents of the child must assume the responsibility for informing the school of any changes in the child’s health or change in medication.

Any leftover medication must be picked up by the parent/guardian.  It WILL NOT be sent home with the child.

Fun and Funky Friday
Fun and Funky Friday will be held every 2 weeks.  This will be a 30 minute block of time at the end of the day where students may read, snack and enjoy some free time.  Students who have more than 2 missed assignments in the 2 week period will not be allowed to attend.
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Notes to School from Parents

Children who are to go home by car with someone other than their parent should send a note stating 
who has permission to take your child home.  In case of an emergency, please notify the office by phone. 
 A child who has been ill and is required to stay in during free time must bring a note from home for remaining
 indoors.  The decision that a child needs to remain indoors should be made with a daily note from home.
A child who is going home with a friend must bring a note to show the teacher and have a slip filled out by the office to be given to the bus driver before he or she is allowed to leave on a bus not regularly scheduled to be on.  A note must also be presented if a child is to ride home in a car with someone not regularly schedule to ride with.

Parent Teacher Communication and Conferences 

Parents are invited and encouraged to come to school and talk to the child’s teachers and/or principal at any time.  Feel free to contact the school and schedule an appointment that is convenient to those involved.  When problems arise, the parent should begin by contacting the teacher to discuss the issue.  If a satisfactory solution in not reached, the problem should be brought to the attention of the principal.

Annual parent-teacher conferences are scheduled in the fall.  Conferences are considered the most effective way for home and school to work together to provide the best understanding of your child.  We urge you to make every effort to attend these conferences and share information with the teacher that will benefit your child’s learning.

Parent Volunteers 

Parents and family members are encouraged to volunteer at school.  There are many opportunities to help within the school:  PTO, daily volunteering, parent committees, etc.  Parent Committees are established at the beginning of each year.  Any parent wanting information on how to volunteer should contact Mrs. Kemp.

Peer Tutors/ Remediation

Students from the upper grades volunteer their free time to help out by offering their services and skills to our younger students.  The program is growing and is very popular with both the older and younger students.  Remediation is also available to students at 7:25 each morning.
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Students will:

· Obey adults on duty.

· Remain on school grounds at all times unless permission is given by adult on duty.

· Re-enter the building during recess only after receiving permission form the adult on duty.

· Express themselves using appropriate language.

· Display good sportsmanship during play.

· Keep hands, feet, and objects to themselves.

· Not engage in snowball fights or slide on ice.

· Not visit with guests at or near the fence.

· Use playground equipment in an appropriate and safe manner.

Any child who has been sick and brings a note from home stating that the child must remain indoors will go to supervised study where there is supervision for students.  Any child who does not wear appropriate clothing for outdoor weather will be required to stay indoors with adult supervision, also.  A wind chill factor of 20 degrees and a heat index of 95  is used to determine outdoor or indoor play.

Physical Education Participation

Physical education is an important part of a child’s school schedule.  The curriculum at Chrisney Elementary and all North Spencer County Schools is based upon the Indiana State Standards for Physical Education.  Students are required to wear appropriate footwear for the class.  This includes gym shoes or tennis shoes and not boots, sandals or other slip-on footwear.  Each teacher will inform families of the gym days for each classroom.  A note will be sent home when a child does not wear appropriate footwear.  
Exclusion from the Physical Education classroom activities will only by accepted from a doctor through a note written by a doctor or medical facility.  Students excluded from PE as ordered by a doctor will be given other tasks to complete.

Remediation
Remediation occurs each day in the classroom from 2:30 – 3:00 and in the computer lab for students in need of remediation.  Participation varies in length and is determined by need based upon the benchmarks given in Math and English Language Arts.

School Bus Rules

Safety concerns for all students being transported makes it critical that school bus drivers have control of all the school children being transported.  The driver shall maintain discipline at all times to ensure the safety of all students.  Progressive steps of discipline will be followed using verbal warnings, contacting parents, temporary suspension from bus privileges to ensure the safety of the rest of the students.  A bus conduct form will be completed by the driver and signed by the principal to inform parents of serious behavior problems that require consequences for the student’s actions.  A copy of this form will be sent to the parents to be signed and returned.
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· Remain well back from the roadway while awaiting the arrival of the bus.

· Follow directions of the driver.

· Stay in their seats.

· Keep all parts of their body inside the bus.

· Keep hands, feet, and objects to self. No fighting.
· Give the bus driver the proper note from the office when going home with a friend.

School Lunch and Breakfast

The purpose of the school breakfast and lunch program is to make available to each student a nourishing and well balanced meal.  Breakfast is served at 7:25 – 7:40 and lunch is served from 11:15 – 12:00.   The price of meals is determined each year by the school board and parents will receive price information in their opening day school packets.  School menus are sent home in Thursday folders at the beginning of each month and are also published in the local newspaper each week.  Money for meals should be placed in an envelope with the students name and number marked on it.  All money will be placed in the child’s account. Parents will be notified when students run out of money in their account. Free or reduced applications are mailed to all corporation families during the summer months and are also available in the school office.  
Children may charge no more that 10 days without payment being made.  Your child will be required to bring their lunch from home until charges are paid up.  If necessary, the cafeteria will provide them a sandwich until payment has been made.  We do not wish to embarrass children, but we must operate a cafeteria and be fiscally responsible for its finances.

Due to the increased number of bad checks we are receiving, we are forced to pass on the bank charges to the issuer of the bad check.  Ten dollars will be added on to the amount due for meals or textbooks when we receive a bad check.
Student Progress Reports

Students will receive a Progress Report every 9 weeks for a total of 4 times throughout the school year.  This progress report must be signed and returned to school each nine weeks throughout the school year with the exception of the last one.  Teachers will be working to communicate throughout the school year the progress each child is making.  If parents have questions concerning their child’s work, e should feel free to contact the teacher at school at 362-8200.  

Textbooks
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Textbooks are issued by teachers on the first day of school.  Book rent must be paid no later than the second week of school so that we may be prompt in paying our bills for new textbooks, workbooks, and supplies.  Students are responsible for paying the replacement cost of the text.  Application forms for financial assistance with free lunches automatically qualifies for free textbooks; however, the State does not pay for material fees that are a part of the charges on your child’s book bill.  
The office will notify you of the balance that is left unpaid by the State of Indiana.

Thursday Folder

To encourage communication between home and school, your child will bring home a Thursday folder each week with notes from the classroom, notes or newsletters from the office, lunch notices, etc.  Parents are asked to carefully read the packet each Thursday and respond accordingly.  The first Thursday folder of the year will actually come home on the first day of school and will have many important papers for you to begin the year such as textbook rental, lunch notices, student handbook, and insurance papers.

Time Out

Time out is a period of time in a less reinforcing environment made contingent on a behavior. Once the behavior is modified the student will return to the regular classroom activities. Time out is for students who disrupt the education process and less directive behavior modifications have not altered the behavior.

Time out is a progression in the discipline code that the classroom teacher may employ to help the child gain self-control, or that the principal may employ to keep a student from hurting themselves or other students. The goal is for the student to gain self-control and return to the regular educational environment.

Visitors 

The first stop for anyone entering the building is the office.  Any one visiting the school must sign in at the office and receive a visitor’s badge.  To further ensure the safety of our students, we ask that all visitors refrain from standing at the fence to talk with students who are outside.
